[Editorss note: | know, | know, writers and
numbers are supposed to go together about as
well as cake and vegetables, but Jim Johnston,
treasurer of the Knoxville Writersd Guild, be-
lies that stereotype, and it has been through
his diligence that the Guild is gaining a yrmer
handle on its ynancial issues, and that means
things like the newsletter can continue.]

had a successful yrst yve months with

receipts of $21,063 and expenditures of
$15,665. This provides us with a manage-
able cash pow as we approach the latter half
of the year when, traditionally, expenses tend
to be higher than receipts. We are forecasting
total receipts for the year of $38,400 and to-
tal expenditures of $38,383. Although small,
this will be our yrst surplus year for almost
four years, which is quite an achievement as
we had outstanding commitments from 2005.
I also am pleased to report that the Guild cur-
rently has no outstanding payables or receiv-
ables. The more stable ynancial situation
repects the hard work of your Board, particu-
larly in the areas of membership, writing com-
petitions and workshops. Additionally, we
have received excellent support for our anthol-
ogy which will be published in October.

I am pleased to report that your Guild has

Your Board is committed to yscal responsibil-
ity. In May, we purchased a bulk mailing per-
mit which will reduce long-term postage costs.
Based on member feedback, we have decid-
ed against going to an electronic newsletter.
However, to reduce printing costs, the Board
has approved moving to a bi-monthly newlet-
ter format for the balance of the year.

I also am pleased to report that the Guild has
completed all of the statutory tax ylings re-
quired by Federal and State governments. This
has been an arduous and time consuming proj-
ect but again it is a necessary element of a ys-
cally responsible non-proyt organization.

The Board and its key committees have re-
ceived a preliminary monthly cash pow for
2007. This will give Board members and

Committee Chairs time to review projects and
submit recommendations for development and
consideration of a 2007 Budget at our October
meeting.

s Jim alluded to in his article and as

East Tennessee Writer is going bi-
monthly, at least for the rest of the year. While

this will mean a loss of pages, | hope it will
not mean a loss of service.

What Jim didn’t tell you in his report is that
this change is based on my — the editor’s —
recommendation. Therefore, if you have any
concerns, direct them at me and not Jim. Fi-
nancial pressures on the Guild made this and
other changes necessary.

The newsletter is the largest single expense the
Guild incurs. Purchasing the mailing permit
will help, but the cost of printing is not inex-
pensive. Other writing organizations | looked
at have online only newsletters (e-newslet-
ters), publish quarterly with e-mail or smaller
e-newsletter supplements in between, or pub-
lish quarterly. Some donét publish a newsletter
of any kind at all.

The Board thought that continuing to have a
print version of the The East Tennessee Writer
was the best way to serve both present and po-
tential members of the Guild, and even with a
bi-monthly printing schedule, the Guild mem-
bers would still be receiving a service that ap-
pears to be growing increasing rarer for writ-
ing organizations.
