A rainy Sunday morning can be 
a perfect excuse for embrac-
ing the poetic inspiration of the 

mountains and that’s exactly what 12 
participants did May 7 at the KWG Po-
etry Workshop with Marilyn Kallet. 

Meeting in a private cabin on the edge 
of the Smokies, Kallet told attendees, 
“There’s always something to praise,” 
and she centered their day’s work 
around Praise Poems, encouraging ev-
eryone to look at things from a new per-
spective. Using examples from the work 
of Mary Oliver, Kallet said to think 
about writing poems about “things,” as 
Oliver does in “Mussels” or “The Dip-
per.”

“Take risks,” she said. “Challenge your readers. Where once 
you wrote soft, it is now time to claim your space on the 
page.” She then sent the poets out to listen and record what 
they heard. She asked them to write the ýrst sound they re-
membered along with fragments of childhood. By combining 
the sounds of now and then, the poets were able to experi-
ment with sound. Michael McClure does that sort of thing in 
“Ghost Tantra #1.” 

She used the poetic prose of Robert Bly to show how a 
simple item like a bird’s nest can lead the writer on a soul-

searching journey. After another woodsy quest for an ob-
ject that evoked emotion, participants listened to what Kallet 
called an “experiment with style and form,” and she encour-
aged everyone to try a different voice, to “swing wild,” like 
Denise Levertov’s “A Tree Telling of Orpheus.” 

One participant said the reference to other poets was helpful 
because reading and studying what other poets did inspired 
him to create more poems. The hands-on nature of the work-
shop enthused another poet, especially being outside and 
hearing the birds and feeling the raindrops falling through the 
trees ... che-che-che, plop, drip, swish ... sounds, she hopes 
will become new poems.

Short Story Writing Group Offers Unique Challenges 
Carole Ann Borges

The KWG Short Story Writer’s 
Group meets every other week to read 
and critique stories considered almost 

ready for submission to literary magazines. 

Besides creating new work, members of the 
group are also expected to offer each present-
ing author a written plot synopsis along with 
critical notes. The criticism given must never 
discourage or demean any participant’s effort. 
It must be encouraging and open to experi-
mentation. For this reason, comments are al-
ways directed toward the work itself, not the 
author’s capability or style.

The size of the group (usually four to six) re-
mains limited in order to provide an incentive 
to produce stories on a frequent basis. This 
labor intensive concept is not for the faint-
hearted. Each writer is asked to submit a ýve 
to ten page story on a rotational basis. That 
means you only have about ýve or six weeks 
to come up with a new idea, to revise it to 
eliminate errors, and to polish it enough to be 
considered for review. In such a small group, 
attendance remains a high priority. 

Does this mean new members have to be 
published authors? Not necessarily. Talented 
newcomers are encouraged to apply. Some 
members of the Short Story Writing Group 
have published many stories, while others are 
still seeking their ýrst acceptance letters. 

Unlike other KWG writing groups, the Short 
Story Writing Group only accepts members it 
feels have a good understanding of the short 
story form and some experience with receiv-
ing constructive criticism. The meeting for-
mat is very similar to what one would expect 
from a workshop in a highly regarded MFA 
program. 

Right now our group is not accepting new 
members, but when a vacancy does occur it 
is posted on our web site and advertised in 
the newsletter. If you’re a short story writer, 
please watch for future openings. We’d love 
to have you join us.
