Better Story: 
Conflict

Kali Meister, performance poet 
and theatre artist, will perform 
Exposed, an arrangement of 

monologues, poetry, song and dance, 
Thursday, March 2nd for the regular 
monthly meeting of the Knoxville Writ-
ers’ Guild. The Guild meeting is 7 p.m. 
at the Laurel Theatre, corner of Laurel 
and 16th in Fort Sanders. A $1 donation 
at the door is suggested. Refreshments 
are available.

Exposed is a non-fiction journey 
through Meister’s life, chronicling her 
survival through childhood incest and 
violence, consequent struggles with 
food and body image, and her ultimate 
coming to terms with the realities of be-
ing an adult survivor of abuse. Meis-
ter warns that while the show is about 
childhood, its graphic content is not 

suitable for children.

Meister said the show 
is designed to promote 
awareness about the si-
lent, ongoing problem of 
sexual abuse while simul-
taneously giving the audi-
ence an entertaining yet 
gripping insight into the 
life and mind of a survivor. 
In writing and performing the material, 
Meister said her hope is to show the au-
dience that abused people are not sim-
ply “damaged goods”    that they can 
overcome their obstacles and not only 
thrive but achieve great things.

Introducing Meister’s performance will 
be Marilyn Kallet, a University of Ten-
nessee Creative Writing professor, who 
credits Meister with teaching her how 

to better perform 
her own poetry at 
public readings.

Meister has 
worked for near-
ly two decades as 
an actress, per-
former and writer. 
Her most recent 

contributions to the 
Knoxville theatre community include 
five different yearly productions of Eve 
Ensler’s Vagina Monologues and a mul-
titude of benefit productions for local 
charities, including Michael Kearns’ T-
Cells and Sympathy for AIDS Response 
Knoxville and Exonerated for Amnes-
ty International. Her literary achieve-
ments include winning the 2005 Marga-

A notice in the November ’05 Knox-
ville Writers’ Guild newsletter caught 
my eye; it included three of my favor-

ite words, travel, writing and photography. 
The occasion was the 11th Annual Society 
of American Travel Writers (SATW) Insti-
tute for Travel Writing and Photography. The 
hook for registering for something I had nev-
er heard of before was it was being held in 
Orlando, FL, in January.

This three-day institute was attended by 
about 40 people from all over the United 
States and we were instructed by a SATW 
Institute faculty members with years of ex-
perience who shared many practical steps to 
getting published. There were short instruc-
tive sessions followed by break out ses-
sions where you could ask questions in small 
groups and also a notebook with a record of 
all the sessions.

Friday was registration followed by a tour, re-
ception and dinner hosted by the Orlando/Or-
ange County Convention and Visitors Bureau 
at the Orange County Regional History Cen-
ter. Veronica Gould Stoddart, Leisure Travel 
Editor of USA today spoke on world trav-
el trends 2006. Some of these trends include 
luxury travel; wellness travel that includes 
spas, plastic surgery or even dental work and 
celebrity cruises. Some of the hot spots to go 
to in 2006 are Hawaii, Las Vegas (100th anni-
versary), Philadelphia (Ben Franklin’s 300th 
birthday), China where last year 8.1 million 
U.S. visitors went and Spain as food lovers 
seek out the origins of favorite new foods.

All day Saturday was spent in sessions which 
Herb Hiller, the founder and chairman of the 
event, kept moving on schedule. The same 
agenda followed Sunday until 4:00 p.m. 
when there was a wrap-up with everyone giv-
ing their thoughts on how it went, what they 
would like to see next year and receiving cer-
tificates.

I thoroughly enjoyed what was for me a 
winter retreat. The institute is a well thought 

out step by step help in how to get published, 
the different avenues you can take with travel 
writing, how to incorporate photography in 
your work, whether to self-publish or not.

He also gardened and was 
working on a pergola when I once vis-
ited his house. At the time, I didn’t even 
know what a pergola was.

Unfortunately, on Feb. 17th, at age 59, 
this early pioneer in forming the Knox-
ville Writers’ Guild passed away due to 
a lung ailment. In the words of the poet 
Emily Dickinson: “parting is all we 
know of heaven. / And all we need of 
hell.” He will be missed.

In the last installment of this 
feature, I put forth a little paradigm 
about writing that started off with 
“Drama is conflict....” But what is 
conflict? Is it open hostilities between 
two armies? It can be. It is the harsh 
words a husband has for a wife? It can 
be that, too. It is dealing with opposing 
desires or wants, such as deciding 
between love and 
honor? Yes, it can be 
that as well. 

But all three 
examples listed above 
and in a host of others 
there is a common 
thread, something 
unspoken, and as 
important as words are, it is often 
the unspoken or unwritten element 
that defines a scene in a story and 
sometimes the story itself. 

As I said in the previous article, 
I learned the paradigm that begins 
“Drama is conflict …” in 1993. Some 
twelve years later, and even though I 
wasn’t looking, I learned from author, 
screen writer, and teacher Steven 
Womack a definition of conflict that 
adds depth and, dare I say, meaning 
to the word conflict and the entire 
paradigm. He credits learning it from 

Bob McKey, a script doctor. Womack 
said McKey has made a living and a 
small fortune fixing other people’s 
scripts though he often doesn’t get 
screen credit for it. All scripts need 
conflict; conflict drives the story 
forward. How will the protagonist 
react? What will she do? But conflict 
is not car chases, gun battles, or 

galaxies spiraling out 
of control. Conÿict, 
McKey said, is the gap 
between expectation 
and result. That’s it.

Conflict can be 
as small as being 
overcharged a 
dime and how your 

protagonist reacts or as great as 
losing a battle when the protagonist 
fought hard to win. In both examples, 
there is a gap between expectations 
and results. How your protagonist 
deals with that gap and what steps 
he takes to close it are what drives a 
story forward, whether the story is a 
script, a short story, or a novel. The 
obstacles in the way preventing the 
protagonist from easily closing that 
gap are what are called tension, but 
that is a discussion for another time.
